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The Child Policy Research Center serves as a community resource for evidence-based, policy relevant information on the well-being of children in a 29-county region in southern Ohio, northern Kentucky and eastern Indiana.

Congressional  committees are considering $265 billion in cuts over the next ten years- 62% ($165 billion) from programs that provide nutrition, income support, health care and child care to families with children, especially poor working families.

· 13.6 million children could face losing health care coverage if Medicaid cuts are achieved by reducing the number of children covered.

·  Food stamps and child nutrition programs (free school lunches) as well as TANF (temporary assistance to needy families) lead the family unfriendly cuts.

· Child care assistance could be eliminated for 268,000 low income children and a cut in foster care and adoption programs would lead to the elimination of services to 65,000 abused and neglected children.

· Funding for child support enforcement could reduce collected child support payment collection by $1.6 billion.

· State programs serving children and families are in jeopardy as well. State governments  and taxpayers could benefit form objective analysis of which funded programs have the  best ‘return on investment’ for the populations they serve.
