The CPRC is considering a policy-relevant, population-based, parent survey related to child well-being in the greater Cincinnati region.  One of focus areas for the survey will explore reasons and remedies for why some children are not ready for success in school.

Failure to be ready for school can be related to problems with:

-physical health (for example asthma)

-child-parent emotional/behavioral health (ADHD, parental depression, etc.)

-cognitive development (for example, poor math and reading skills)

We are seeking your input on the questions that might be addressed by this survey.  Please take the time to consider possible focus areas for the survey.  Feel free to suggest questions that might be asked to inform specific focus areas.

Some estimates about children 6 years of age or younger, who live in the 29-county Greater Cincinnati area  from the CPRC 2000 Child Well-Being Survey:

· The percent of children whose parents report they have selected chronic conditions:

· Asthma—11%

· Hearing problems—4%

· Speech or language problems—8%

· 46% of children 6 years of age or younger are in some kind of child care arrangement.  Of those 44% are cared for by a friend or relative, 20% are in a private home daycare, 24% are cared for in a child care center, and 16% have some other arrangement.

· 12% of children have primary caregivers (usually a parent), who meet criteria for poor mental health.
