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Bethesda Oak Outpatient Facility

The date for occupation of the Bethesda Oak Facility is slated for May 5,
2003 with full operations (including DXA) available on May 22, 2003.
This center, called the Cincinnati Center for Clinical Research CCCR, will
be administered by Steve Daniels, M.D., Ph.D. Tt is anticipated that major
users will include CRC, Clinical Trials Office and Gamble Institute inve-
tigators. We anticipate other users but with more modest needs. Plans are
in place for staffing one of the Hologic 4500A DXAs and there is the p-
tential to have limited x-ray support at the Bethesda Oak site on the ™
floor of building (geographically separated from the CCCR). Some inve-
tigators have indicated their interest in using this site. As needs for the
CRC increase at CHMC, we may have to decide on a piority basis who
will use the CHMC CRC vs. CCCR at Bethesda. Any projects requiring
services only available at CHMC would get priority for use of the CHMC
CRC. Projects that only require nursing support for visits, DXA and x
rays may be eligible to use the Bethesda site with usage based upon user
desire and priority as assigned by the SAC. If there are any additional
questions regarding this program or its utilization, please feel free to cm-
tact me at james.heubi@cchmc.org or Andrea Smith at andrea.
